1. GOD (WORD):
e Goal: To understand the truth.

First: Slowly read the passage as a group. Encourage your group to do the following
as you read.
e When a thought or phrase or word captures your attention, make a note of it.
o Ifit causes a question (put a “?” by it).
o Ifit sparks something in your mind (put an “!” by it).
